Holy Trinity Vicarege,

My dear Friends,

There seems to be every indication that 1966
will be a critical year in the history of the parish
and Parish Church of Holy Trinity. 4s for the
parish, 1965 has seen the biggest changes yet, re-
moving the greater part of Newtown, and the triangle
formed by Pennywell Road, Goodhind Street and King
Street; and, on the positive side, the completion
and opening of Kingsmarsh and Baynton Houses, accomm=-
odating 160 houscholds between them, about half of
whom had lived in the Parish before. There is
much more construction to be done, and some rore
destruction; but we have reached about our lowest
ebb for population.

I get many cnguiries sbout the future of the
Parish Church. But there is no further neus yect
than what everyonc knows. At the moment, the
Pastoral Committece are making encguiries into a
possible site for a hall to replace Pecel Street, a
scarch we oursclves pursucd for four years, and
thought we had almost brought to a successful
conclusion.

Before us, as I write, lics the Christmas
scason, with its glorious message and the happy
sequence of carol services, exchanging of procsents,
children's parties and so on. One Carol Service is
already over: that of the Thrissell and Brecknell
Fellowship, and it has been a real joy to have 50
or so of the employees of thecse two factories making
such good use of our Church building. But when you
read this, Christmas will bec "over and done with for
anothor year". Or will it %

The jolli fications will be ncarly overj; but
the mcssage and the joy remain. To some, Christmas
appears as a welcome piece of meke-believe in the
midst of a hard, real world. To a Christian, it is



4+ a moment of truth in a hard, artificial world.
The rat-race, the endless commuting, the bingo gqueues,
President Johnson and his napalm bombs, the cynical
sncering of lan Smith, the daily crimes that curdle
the blood, the cruel exploitations of unscrupulous
landlords, the sufferings of loncly old people
neglected by their families: these are all hard,

and they are real in the sense that artificial
flowers are real: they exist, but there is a deeper
truth that they conceal.

That decepecr truth, at once so awe-inspiring
and so incredibly simplc that we are constantly
failing to realise it, ig that God is Love. [ind
love is the most procious, the most costly, and onc
of the rarest commoditics this world knows. It
cost God His Only Son.

Our motto text this ycar spcaks of this.

"Be yc therefore merciful, as your Father also is
mereiful”., It is so tempting to scek revenge, to
wish evil to those who ham or displcase us. It is
so easy to forget the Truth that Christmas reveals:
d is so great that He is rcady with mercy to the
undeserving. In recciving the peace and joy which
Christ brings us, and expericncing the releasc of
believing in the forgiveness of sins, we must kcep
sight of the Lord's solemn warning, that the mercy
we receive we must also be ready to show to others.
It is not easy; even for Jesus it wasn't easy;

for it took Him from Heaven to Bethlehgm, and from
Bethlehem to Calvary.

May He give us grace to live in that RELL
world where mercy is constantly given and constantly
rcceived, throughout the trying days of 1966; and
in that world may you have great happiness the
whole yoar long.
