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Artist Commission for What I Want to Be What I Want to See - Guidelines 
The information you give in your application will be used to both shortlist and then for final selection by our Programme Forum. 
You do not need to respond to all sections, however the more information you can give us the easier it will be for our Programming Forum panel to understand you as an artist and the potential that you can bring to this project and the conversation that we have already started with our community.
We are most interested in knowing how your experiences or previous projects as an artist or artist collective have led you to apply and what this opportunity could mean for you/your collective. 
We suggest a maximum of 2 pages of A4 for your application or no more than 10 minutes if you are submitting a video or audio recording.

· Please introduce yourself - Please submit a short statement introducing who you are and a bit about your practice as an artist/ artistic collective 
· Tell us how you feel you as an artist / artistic collective, are representative of Trinity’s community? 
· Tell us why are you applying for this commission? 
· How will you meet our brief within your proposal (I.e. amplify the voice of our community, champion creativity expression for all, and build meaningful bridges with Trinity)? You might want to give examples of previous work you have done or ideas you have responding to the What I Want to Be What I Want To See themes. 
· Making it happen - How do you expect your ideas to come to life? What scale could a final piece be or, might there be many smaller activities (I.e. workshops or events along the way)? What resources might you need to get it there? 
· Audience –Trinity has many communities who take part in activity in the centre as well as those who live in the local community – is there a community or group who you are particularly interested in working with or already have a relationship with? 
· Budget – The Commission is up to £9,000. Please up load a budget to indicate how you would like to spend the commission. This is just an initial indication. We expect ideas to adapt and change so there will be room for discussion with the successful applicants as they develop their ideas.
